INTERSTATE COMPACT ON THE PLACEMENT OF CHILDREN        REPORT ON CHILD’S PLACEMENT STATUS
INSTRUCTIONS FOR ICPC 100B 

Purpose:

The Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children (ICPC) Report on Child’s Placement Status form is for use by Service Staff for children in Foster Care.  The form is used to document the date of placement of a child in DFCS custody or under the protective supervision of the agency with a relative, parent, or foster parent in another state.  The form is also used to withdraw or terminate a placement.  NOTE- If you open an ICPC case you must close it.
Completion of Form:

To:
The state ICPC office where the proposed placement resource resides.  The abbreviation of the state only, the address is not needed.  For example, AL ICPC (Alabama ICPC).

From:

GA ICPC.  Georgia is always the sending agency.  The address is not needed.

Section I – Identifying Information:

Name of Child:
Indicate first, middle and last name of child (one child per form)

Birth Date:

Indicate month, day, and year of child’s birth
Name of Mother:
Indicate the first and last name of the child’s mother.

Name of Father:
Indicate the first and last name of the child’s father.  

Section II – Placement Status:

Initial Placement of Child in receiving State:
Check the box to indicate this is the initial ICPC placement.

Date Child Placed in receiving State:
Indicate the date the child will be or was placed with the ICPC approved resource.

Name of Resource:
Indicate the name of the approved ICPC placement resource.

Address:

Indicate the address of the approved ICPC placement resource.

Type of Care:

Indicate the type of placement approved by ICPC (i.e. foster home, relative placement, parent, relative foster home, etc.).  

Placement Change:
If the initial approved ICPC placement disrupts, and another ICPC placement is approved indicate the name of the new approved ICPC placement resource.

Effective Date of Change:
Indicate the date the child is placed in the new ICPC approved placement.
Section III – Compact Placement Termination

Indicate the reason the ICPC case is being terminated, by checking the box that applies to the reason.  NOTE- an ICPC case has to be approved for closure by the ICPC office.  Once approved the county office will receive a copy of the ICPC transmittal indicating the case is closed.

Date of Termination:
Indicate the date ICPC case is being closed.

Section IV - Signatures

Person or Agency Supplying Information:

Form must be signed by a representative from the county office making the ICPC placement.

Date:
Indicate the date the form is completed.

Compact Administrator, Deputy or Alternate:
This space is for the State Office ICPC representative processing the request.

DISTRIBUTION:

The county office keeps one (1) for the case record and forwards 3 to the ICPC office.
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
